(VR&E) offers employment support

for Veterans with a service-connected
disability that limits their ability to
work. Veterans who complete a
VR&E program earn an average of
$21,000 more annually and are 15%
more likely to own homes.

Find out if you’re
eligible for VR&E.

If you're a service member or Veteran and have a
disability that was caused or made worse by your
active-duty service and that limits your ability to
work, you may be eligible for VR&E services.

You're eligible to apply for VR&E benefits and
services if both of these statements are true:

[] Youdidn't receive a dishonorable discharge.

E You have a service-connected disability
rating of at least 10% from VA.

If you were discharged from active duty before
January 1, 2013, your basic period of eligibility
ends 12 years from whichever comes later:

Q The date you received notice of your
separation from active duty, or

E| The date you received your first VA service-
connected disability rating.

If you were discharged from active duty on or
after January 1, 2013, the 12-year basic period of
eligibility doesn’'t apply to you.
