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Create pedestrian-oriented 
street enhancements along 
Prospect Way, Broadway, 
Princeton, Vassar, and West Point 
Avenues, as the Princeton 
Waterfront’s visitor-oriented 
spine.

Create a network of multiuse trails 
and on-street bike routes that provide 
safe and attractive access into the Princeton 
Waterfront area, and enhances the Coastal 
Trail. 

The network includes:

- Multiuse paths along Highway 1(the “Parallel 
Trail”) and Airport Street

- Bike lanes and bike routes along Capistrano 
Road, Prospect Way, Broadway, Princeton 
Avenue, Vassar Avenue, and Cypress Avenue

Accommodate trucks 
and marine-related 
traf�c.

Improvements should 
facilitate movement for large 
vehicles and equipment, while 
also supporting other users. 
Signage should be used to 
guide trucks and 
marine-related business traf�c 
along these routes.

Identify a circulation network for 
visitor access to Princeton and 
Pillar Point Harbor.

Improvements on these streets should 
facilitate multimodal access and 
enhance the look and feel of Princeton. 
Signage should be used to guide 
visitors along these routes.

Ensure compatibility with 
the environment by locating, 
designing, and developing trail 
routes with consideration of their 
potential to have environmental, 
recreational, and other impacts on 
adjacent lands.

Through street design and way�nding signs, the Preferred Plan would clarify 
the circulation pattern in the Study Area. Roadways would better meet the 
needs of each travel mode and each segment of the Princeton community 
(businesses, residents), as well as visitors. The Plan would guide pedestrian-
oriented streetscape improvements along the Princeton Waterfront, result in 
new bike facilities connecting to the Parallel Trail, and improve pedestrian 
access along the shoreline. Visitor traf�c will be guided along Capistrano Road 
from the signalized intersection with Highway 1, while speci�c routes will be 
designed to accommodate trucks and marine-related vehicles.
